Under no circumstances should children be permitieassemble or adjust Competition
A Parallel Bars. Onlgualified adults, coaches or supervisory staff should unklertaese
operations.

Assembly Checklist

You will have received five (5) shipping cartonsielfollowing components should be identified
before assembly.

Carton 1 — (1) Base unit

Carton 2 — (2) Uprights Tubes, including hardware

Carton 3 — (2) Uprights Tubes, including hardware

Carton 4 — (1) Rail attached to Rail Bracket, piaotl Goose Neck Adjusting Shaft
Carton 5 — (1) Rail attached to Rail Bracket, piaotl Goose Neck Adjusting Shaft

One of the cartons will contain a Hardware Paclafdé&?2) Flat Head Screws, for Upright attachment
to base, (4) Upright Locking Handles, and (1) 5/A@&n Key.

Please note that a Transporter is not included inite purchase price of your Competition
A Parallel Bars and must be purchased separately. Weecommend the purchase of the
' Transporter to facilitate movement of your Bars.

Upright Attachment to Base
(Figure A)

1. Using at least six (6) persons, unpack the bademove it to the location where you will use it.
Position the base so that it is on level stablerfiw.

process. Do not have the transporter engaged on tiBase during the assembly
process. As it is not stable! The Base unit is exdmely heavy. Serious injury may
result if it is allowed to fall on the floor.

Q Caution: It is extremely important that the Base becompletely stable during the assembly

2. Next open up the two upright base cartons. Qnleeocartons will be marked as containing the
hardware Bag.
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3. You will see that each Upright Tube is numbdrech 1 to 4, as is each of the four groups of holes
in the Base unit. Position each Upright onto theesponding group of holes on the Base unit,
ensuring that the 3 holes in the base of the Ugsigle lined up with the holes in the Base unit.

A Caution: Ensure that all T-Handles are positioned ¢ the outside of the Bars, away from
the inside working area between the Uprights.

4. Insert the Flat Head Screws through the Uprighttes base plate and screw them into the Base
Unit. Using the 5/16” Allen Key, tighten the 3 Fldead Screws evenly.

5. Use a level on two sides of the Upright, as shiow Figure A. Upright must be perpendicular to
~ the base, adjust the 3 screws tightness if required square up the Upright, then tighten securely.

6. Repeat Step 4 for all remaining Flat Head Screws
7. Double-check that all the Flat Head Screws Hhmen securely tightened.

A Periodically verify that the uprights are securelyfastened to the base using a Allen Key.
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Rail / Adjusting Shafts Attachment to Upright Tubes
(Figure A & B)

1. Install a T-Handle in each upright tube so #tatare clamping blocks V-notch faces towards the
centre of the upright tube & the T-handle facesyafmam the inside working area between the
Uprights of the Parallel bars

2. Ensure the locking T-handle is fully open®ehotch spread apart, by turning T-Handle counter
clockwise.

WARNING: Do not grasp the adjusting tube with your hand due to the potential pinch hazard
A where the adjusting tube and upright tube meet wheithey are slid together.

3. Next, open the 2 cartons that contain the eaits pivot mounted adjusting shafts. Use caution
when opening the cartons so that the wood vene®tidamaged when a knife is used to open the
carton.

4. You will see that each rail pivot is identifiadth a number 1 to 4; these numbers corresponiaeto t
numbers marked on the Uprights and the base.

5. Match the corresponding number on the rail piedhe upright tube and, using 2 people, proceed
to install the adjusting shaft into the Uprightéudis explained in the next step.

6. While supporting the rail assembly by the ragach end, carefully guide and slide the adjusting
tube into each of the Upright tubes at the same.tMuaintain the adjusting tube square and
perpendicular to the upright at all times.

7. Ensure the locking T-handle is fully open anadothe rails down until they reach the safety lock

8. Rotate the Safety Lockuntil it lines up with the holes in the adjustisigaft.
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9. With one hand holding the rail, pull the Safedcking knob. Lower each side a little at a time.
When the rail is not parallel to the floor, resmta will be felt. Release the safety lock once the
desired height is obtained and pull up or downhenrail until the locking pin engages.

ANote: You May have to rotate the Safety Lock untiit lines up with the holes in the
adjusting shaft in order for the Lock Pin to engagewith a Hole in the Adjusting
shaft.

Ensure that the Brackets are centered
within the length of the Base Unit.
