7. On tennis posts, the locking pin must be fuligaged in to the tensioning handle after the net is
tensioned and the locking pin kept in place atiales.

8. Always inspect the standards for loose fittings, daage and proper positioning before each
use. Always replace any worn, defective or missingarts. If in doubt do not use this
equipment.

9. Teststability of standards (posts) before each use.

Storage:Under no circumstances should standards (postspbed leaning against a
wall or other firm object.

Lay posts down unless they can be securely fastienadtable object or properly positioned
in a storage rack designed specifically for Stadsl@posts).
